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CONVENTION BURSARY FUND
GUIDELINES FOR DISBURSEMENT
1.
A woman who applies for assistance under the younger women category:


a)
Will be between the ages of 16 and 45 to be considered in two categories: 16-25 and 26-45.

b)
Will be recognized as a leader or potential leader in women's ministries in her church. 


c)
May request up to $200.00 to help with weekend expenses if she is attending Convention for the first time.

d)
May request up to $100.00 if she is a "returnee.”

e)
Must complete the Application Form in detail including a statement describing why she wishes to attend Convention.

f)
Must have the endorsement of a key leader in the church.

g)
Must seek the opportunity and be prepared to share her experience in the church and/or women's group on her return.

h)
Will receive the cheque at the registration desk for convention, if awarded.

2.
A woman who applies for assistance under the women whose first language is not English category:


a)
Will be reasonably proficient in English or attending with someone who will be able to translate for her.

b)
Will be recognized as a leader or potential leader in women's ministries in her church.

c)
May request up $200.00 if attending Convention for the first time.

d)
May request up to $150.00 if she is a "returnee.”

e)
Must complete the Application Form in detail including a statement describing why she wishes to attend Convention (If the applicant has difficulty expressing herself in English, she should write this in her own language and enclose a translated copy.)


f)
Must have the endorsement of a key leader in her church.

g)
Must seek the opportunity, and be prepared, to share her experience in the church and/or women's group on her return.

h)
Will receive the cheque at the registration desk for Convention, if awarded.
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
